Prior to cleaning or storing the Charger for extended periods, the system should be powered off. To do this, unplug the AC power
source and remove all batteries.
Cleaning methods include:
Use a vacuum to clean out the dust from the opening of the fan and contact pin of the power bay.
Dampen cloth with water or other non-abrasive, non-corrosive solution to clean the surface.
Do not use any alcohol or ammonia based solution to clean the surface.
Avoid spilling liquid into or on the Charger.
When not using the battery for long periods, battery should be fully charged before storage and charged regularly during storage.
Keep spring pin contacts free of dust and debris.
